» How to register

» Lodging

Participants should make their own arrangements for lodging/hospitality. Arrangements have been made
for accommodations at Pendle Hill and with the Howard Johnson Hotel Philadelphia International
Airport/Springfield. Both are located less than 2 miles from Swarthmore Meeting.

Pendle Hill (338 Plush Mill Road, Wallingford, PA 19086-6023) is holding a block of rooms for participants
until Saturday, September 1stonly. To reserve a room please contact registrar Steve Jackson, (610) 566-
4507 ext.142, stevej@pendlehill.org. A single room with breakfast is $70 per person per night; doubles are
$100.

The Howard Johnson Hotel Philadelphia International Airport/Springfield (650 Baltimore Pike, Springfield,
PA 19064) is also holding a block of rooms for participants until Tuesday, August 14t only. To reserve a
room, contact the hotel directly at (610) 544-4700. Specify that your room is with the Friends World
Committee room block. Special rates for our group are $89 for a queen bed room, and $99 for a double
room. Local taxes apply. After August 14™ the room block is released to the public. The hotel is normally
fully booked around the time of our event.

» Cost

» Transportation

Between accommodation and event locations

FWCC will provide complimentary transportation between:
= Pendle Hill, the Howard Johnson Hotel and Haverford College on the Friday evening, and between
= Pendle Hill, the Howard Johnson Hotel and Swarthmore Meeting on the Saturday.

From Philadelphia International Airport to accommodation
The Howard Johnson Hotel offers a complimentary shuttle between the airport and the hotel.

Pendle Hill offers the following suggestions for getting there (17 miles from the airport)
= Barclay Airport Transportation Service, (610) 604-4480, will pick up at your terminal with prior
notice. The approximate cost is $31 Call at least the day before and preferably as soon as you
have booked your flight.
An airport taxi can cost $35-50. To avoid unnecessary costs, show the travel directions  to the
driver.

= SEPTA Regional Rail runs every half hour from the airport to Center City, Philadelphia. You may
buy a ticket on the airport train, $7 through to Wallingford. Change at University City to the R3
Media/Elwyn train to Wallingford Station (the stop after Swarthmore.) Pendle Hill is a ten-minute
walk from the station.

SEPTA Regional rail to Haverford and Swarthmore

Haverford College and Swarthmore Friends meeting can be reached by train from Philadelphia International
Airport and center city Philadelphia. Trains run every half hour from the Airport to Center City, Philadelphia.
You may buy a ticket through to your destination on the airport train at no extra charge.

= For Haverford College, change at 30t Street for the R5 Paoli/Thorndale local (not express) to
Haverford Station. Walk south one block to Lancaster Avenue and the college faces you.

= For Swarthmore Friends Meeting, change at University City to the R3 Media/Elwyn train to
Swarthmore Station. The Meetinghouse is a ten - minute uphill walk from the Station. .

By car to Haverford and Swarthmore

Haverford College, 370 Lancaster Avenue, Haverford, PA 19041, lies between Lancaster Avenue (US 30)
and Haverford Avenue, approximately ten miles northwest of Philadelphia. The main entrance to the
campus is on Lancaster Avenue. A campus map showing parking places and the Library is available.

From the Philadelphia International Airport to Haverford College
= Take I-95 south in the direction of Chester and Delaware. Take 1-476 north in the direction of
Plymouth Meeting.
= Exitat# 13 St Davids/Villanova onto US 30 (Lancaster Avenue) eastbound. Go six miles through
Villanova, Rosemont and Bryn Mawr into Haverford. After you pass the Haverford Post Office on
your left, turn right at the main entrance of the Haverford campus (just past the “Haverford College”
sign) onto College Lane.

Swarthmore Friends Meeting, 12 Whittier Place, Swarthmore, PA 19081, is on the northern side of the
Swarthmore College campus, at the top of the hill. A campus map showing parking places and the
meetinghouse is available.

From the Philadelphia International Airport to Swarthmore Friends Meeting
= Take I-95 south in the direction of Chester and Delaware. Take 1-476 north in the direction of
Plymouth Meeting.
= Turn right at first light (Wallingford Road); first left (Victoria Road); left up Hillborn Avenue; right at
the t-junction onto Walnut Lane and left into EIm Avenue. The college entrance, Whittier Place,
flanked by stone pillars, is on your right. Follow it to DuPont parking lot, on the right.
